The Cook will have a high degree of maturity and specific skills in their area of responsibility.

The Cook will work under the supervision of the Board of Directors.

The Cook will work in cooperation with the Camp Director.

Duties:

e The successful candidate will be required to prepare nutritious daily meals and snacks
for campers and staff who attend the weekly residential camping programs throughout
the summer and the staff.

e Preparation of meals for special diets or special occasions as required

e Maintain a high standard of cleanliness within the kitchen and eating area.

e To complete incident reports as soon as possible.

e Maintain the kitchen and records according to the Provincial Health Standards.

e Complete assigned clean up duties at the end of each Camp.

e Ensure personal items, equipment and assigned area in a cabin or in the lodge is at all
times kept in a clean, neat and orderly manner.

e Other duties as required.
